Line a large baking tray with greaseproof paper 
and spread the yoghurt over the paper in an even 
layer. 
Add your chosen toppings, distributing them evenly 
over the yoghurt. Freeze for 2 hours or until solid. 
Carefully peel away the paper, then break the 
yoghurt into shards and place in a freezer bag. Seal 
and keep frozen for up to 3 months.
